KAJIAN PENGOBATAN PENYAKIT  DENGAN PENDEKATAN DOGMA

Abstrak 

Battra merupakan pengobat tradisional, salah satunya berada di kabupaten Tasikmalaya desa 

Jayaratu kecamatan Sariwangi. Battra tersebut melakukan pengobatan dengan pendekatan secara 

dogma signature, yaitu berdasarkan bentuk, tekstur, rasa, dan warna pada tanaman dikaitkan 

dengan sistem organ manusia. Penelitian dilakukan secara observasional. Analisa data 

menggunakan modifikasi model Miles and Huberman dilakukan berdasarkan literasi ilmiah 

menggunakan mesin pencarian Google Scholar dan Harzing’s Publish or Perist 8. Hasil 

wawancara dan observasi terdapat 19 tanaman. Berdasarkan hasil kajian literature beberapa 

tanaman klaim battra dengan pendekatan dogma signature terbukti secara ilmiah. Meski masih 

terdapat beberapa tanaman belum ditemukan bukti secara ilmiahnya sehingga diperlukan 

penelitian lebih lanjut.

Abstract 

Battra is a traditional healer, one of which is located in Tasikmalaya district, Jayaratu village, 

Sariwangi district. The Battra treats with a dogma signature approach, which is based on the 

shape, texture, taste, and color of plants associated with human organ systems. The research was 

conducted by observation. Data analysis using the modified Miles and Huberman model was 

carried out based on scientific literacy using the Google Scholar search engine and Harzing's 

Publish or Perist 8. The results of interviews and observations contained 19 plants. Based on the 

results of a literature review, several plants claim battra with a dogma signature approach that is 

scientifically proven. Although there are still some plants that have not found scientific evidence, 

so further research is needed. 
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
